Health Insurance
To be admitted at UADE, all exchange students are required to purchase the health
insurance approved by the University.

Estimated cost: USD 400 per semester
Validity: from the beginning until the last day of classes of the semester

Exchange and special program students planning to study in Argentina for a period
under 365 days must apply for a student visa at the Argentine consulate in their
country of residence.

The process may begin once the UADE admission letter has been issued

Students are advised to contact the Argentine consulate well in advance to
verify the required documents and allow enough time to prepare them
